New Global Warming Treaty: The end of the United States as we know it?

Des Moines - (December 6, 2007) - America's sovereignty is at stake as almost 10,000 individuals, including activists, diplomats and journalists from nearly 190 countries, are gathered on the island of Bali, Indonesia to discuss global climate change and what actions should be taken to slow global warming.  Attendees are seeking to impose a United Nations agenda on countries around the world, which will impact the United States by allowing a non-American jurisdiction to impose its will upon our country.

“No one wishes to contribute to polluting the environment or the land in which we live, but this current United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change is working to impose strict laws on how the United States conducts its business,” said Jason Hamann of Everyday America, an organization which seeks to preserve the Constitution.  “We have a situation brewing, which would allow foreign governments to impose law upon our great country – going against Article I, Section 7 as well as other Articles in the U.S. Constitution.”

Article I, Section 7 states “All Bills for raising Revenue shall originate in the House of Representatives.”  Revenue may not be raised via a treaty designed by outside interests.  The current gathering of activists in Bali wants to impose taxation upon the United States – thus holding the U.S. in violation of its own Constitution.
Everyday America asks that all Iowans use their voice leading up to the Jan. 3rd caucuses and question presidential candidates about treaties such as a global warming treaty that would impose taxation and regulation on the U.S. “Any candidate who is in favor of this does not deserve your support,” Hamann said.
Proposals being discussed would require international governing bodies to impose a carbon tax on energy use. This tax would be imposed on things such as gasoline, electricity and home heating oil. 
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Yale University economist William Nordhaus refers to one proposal in a study titled “The Challenge of Global Warming: Economic Models and Environmental Policy,”: “They imply carbon taxes rising to $600 to $800 per ton range by mid-century. A $700 carbon tax would increase the price of coal-fired electricity in the U.S. by about 150 percent, and would impose a tax bill of $1.2 trillion on the U. S. economy.”
Hamann said, “Do you think anything that uses gasoline or electricity from coal is safe from tax or regulation under United Nations treaty?  Your whole lifestyle could be turned upside down by an aggressive treaty”  

The United States should do what it does best to solve problems. The U.S. has always been a leader in technology, innovation and the entrepreneurial spirit. Web sites such as www.terrapass.com already support “green” technology by selling carbon credits. Anyone who wishes to support a project like this can, but we are not forced to participate. “The customer is always right. If enough people demand better technology, companies will respond to that market,” Hamann said. 
One proposal would require certain industrialized countries like the United States to trade emissions.  In the European Union it is called the “European Union’s emissions trading scheme” (EU ETS).  “The word ‘scheme’ seems to describe this program well. As far as I can tell, the U.S. would have to pay developing countries for not having as many factories in their country as the U.N. says it can. You could call this a ‘sin’ tax for the industrialized world,” Hamann said. 
“Every American would suffer at the hands of the United Nations.  We are like the rich guy in town who is being forced to give his check book to everyone who has been jealous of him their whole life,” Hamann said.  “Wealth transfer is not the answer. America must decide on its own what is best for its own citizens.  We are a free country, and we elect our leaders to act in our best interest.  We do not elect foreign interests to dictate our law.  The actions of the United Nations and its proposed global warming treaty may be the end of America as we know it, by allowing other governments to pass our laws and undermine one of the things that make this different from everyone else, our founding documents.”
